Tornado Safety for Businesses  

Wow!  Look what Region A RHSOC was 

able to purchase with the 2006 Grant fund.   
 In 2006 the Region A 

RHSOC was awarded a 

grant in the amount of 

$671,653.65.  With those 

grant funds we were able 

to purchase a number of 

items for our region such 

as a Food Canteen Vehicle 

that is housed and     

maintained by the Salva-

tion Army in Sedalia, MO 

along with a pallet jack 

and 8 canopy tents.  

Eight Mass Care trailers 

that are fully stocked with 

cots, blankets, & pillow 

where also purchased and 

given to each of our eight 

counties.  We have a fully 

equip Agricultural trailer 

that his housed in Pettis 

Co.  Each of the eight 

counties received Ice   

machines and P-25 radios.  

These funds also allowed 

the RHSOC to also       

purchase 7 ACU-1000 

base stations for each of 

the counties except for 

Pettis Co.  Pettis County 

had a similar item already 

in place in their county.  

When all the purchases 

were complete we had 

exacted all but .85.  With 

the purchase of this  

equipment these 8     

counties have the ability 

to communicate amongst 

one another and better 

support and provide for 

the citizens in each of 

these counties.   

Missouri averages 30 

tornadoes a year. The 

prime months are late 

March through June; 

however in 2008 Mis-

souri experienced a dev-

astating tornado in Janu-

ary. Protect your employ-

ees from a tornado by 

learning the safest places 

to seek shelter. Every 

school, business, nursing 

home or hospitals should 

have a disaster plan.  

Guidelines for helping 

Tornadoes can strike 

anywhere at any time. 

According to the Na-

tional Weather Service, 

businesses prepare for 

severe weather:  

Develop a severe 

weather disaster plan 

and have frequent drills.  

Each business building 

should have designated 

tornado shelter areas. If 

you are uncertain about 

safe areas consult a regis-

tered engineer, architect, 

fire department or emer-

gency management direc-

tor. Basements offer the 

best protection. Busi-

nesses without basements 

should use interior rooms

Cont. Tornado Safety for Businesses  
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The companyôs Safety Officer 

should monitor weather infor-

mation from the National 

Weather Service, local radio/

television stations.  

 

If the business alarm system relies on elec-

tricity, have a compressed air horn or 

megaphone to activate the alarm in case of 

power failure. Make special provisions for 

disabled employees. Make sure someone 

knows how to turn off electricity and gas 

in the event the building is damaged. If se-

vere weather is approaching, keep your 

employees inside the business. Cafeterias 

and large workspaces with wide span ceil-

ings offer no protection from tornado 

strength winds.  

 

Account for each employee after 

they move to interior rooms or hall-

ways on the lowest floor.  

Protect your head by assuming the 

tornado protection position ï duck, 

cover and hold. Not only do you pro-

tect your head, you also become a 

smaller target for falling items such as 

ceiling tiles,

Region A RHSOC 2007 Grant Cycle 

Pioneer Trails is in the process of finishing up the 2007 grant 

cycle.  This grant cycle has allowed us to purchase eight (8) 

credentialing systems for all of the counties in Region A.  We 

are expecting delivery of a PA Siren sometime in the late part of 

June.  This Siren will be housed in Johnson County but will ece-

sable to all of the counties.  A large quantity of Mass Care items have been purchase for the 

Salvation Army and American Red Cross. We are  getting geared up to start working on our 

2008 grant cycle.   

 Regional safety and security remain top priorities with your Regional Homeland 

Security Oversight Committee. Uppermost in the minds of those members are 

the issues of response, care and communications-- all ready if tragic strikes. Let 

me say clearly, Chairman Pierce takes the safety of the citizenry of Missouri with utmost im-

portance.  Just this month, the eight county areas received over $365,000 towards a sus-

tained regional effort designed to enhance readiness. These measures include new equipment 

for our local Emergency Management Centers and more mass care response supplies. This 

would not be possible without the excellent support of Missouriôs State Emergency Manage-

ment Agency (SEMA) and Department of Homeland Security.   Pioneer Trials RPC and State 

Emergency Management Agency (SEMA) have brought Regionalization across Missouri to new 

highly effective heights.
